RESUMO

A gravidez na adolescéncia é um fendmeno social antigo e comum em diversas culturas. Devido
as mudancas sociais desde o século XIX, o discurso académico prevalecente é de que seja um
evento inconciliavel aos padrdes sociais das na¢des industrializadas ocidentais. Roraima, estado
brasileiro localizado ao Norte da Amazonia, tem uma alta taxa de gravidez na adolescéncia. O
estudo foi realizado no Hospital Materno Infantil Nossa Senhora de Nazareth, Unica
maternidade pablica de Roraima e onde foram realizados 79,15% dos partos do estado em 2012.
O objetivo foi caracterizar a adolescente que internou para a realizacdo do parto nesta
maternidade no periodo de outubro a dezembro de 2014. O projeto foi aprovado pelo Comité
de Etica em Pesquisa da Universidade Federal de Roraima. Foram selecionadas 115
adolescentes e submetidas a entrevista face a face, com questionario que avaliou informac6es
demogréficas, educacionais, laborais, econdmicas, sexuais e obstétricas. A idade média das
adolescentes foi 16 anos, 75,7% eram pardas, 67,8% residiam na capital Boa Vista, 36,5% néo
tinham religido, 64,3% tinham relacdo conjugal estavel e 38,3% compartilhavam a residéncia
com pelo menos 6 pessoas. Das adolescentes 42,6% ndo tinham concluido o ensino
fundamental, 57,3% interromperam os estudos por causa da gravidez e 49,5% tinham renda
familiar mensal de 1 a 3 salarios minimos. A idade de maior frequéncia da menarca foi 12 anos
(27,2%), 27,4% tiver a coitarca aos 15 anos. Da amostra 49,5% afirmaram usar o preservativo
masculino muitas vezes, 72,4% estavam na primeira gravidez e 96,7% nunca sofreram aborto.
As que afirmaram ndo ter planejado a gravidez atual corresponderam a 77,4%. Enquanto 95,6%
realizaram consultas pré-natais, somente 49,7% das que realizaram pré-natal iniciaram as
consultas no primeiro trimestre. A variavel situacdo conjugal foi a que mais teve relacdo
estatistica com as demais variaveis, demonstrando que a situa¢éo conjugal esta mais relacionada
as caracteristicas estudadas do que propriamente a idade. Foi concluido que o protétipo da
adolescente gravida em Roraima € alguem de baixa renda e escolaridade, e socialmente

vulneravel.
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ABSTRACT

Teenage pregnancy is an old social phenomenon and common in different cultures. Because of
the social changes since the nineteenth century, the prevailing academic discourse is that it is
an irreconcilable social standard event of Western industrialized nations. The Brazilian state
Roraima,located in north of the Amazon, has a high rate of teenage pregnancy. The study was
conducted at the Hospital Materno Infantil Nossa Senhora de Nazareth, the only public
maternity hospital in Roraima and where 79.15% of the women had given birth in 2012. The
objective was to characterize the teenager who had given birth in this maternity hospital from
October to December 2014. The Project was approved by the Federal University Ethics
Research Committee in Roraima. 115 adolescents were selected and subjected to a face to face
interview, a questionnaire that assessed demographic, educational, labor, economic, sexual and
obstetric information. The average age of the adolescents was 16, 75.7% were Brown skin,
67.8% lived in the capital Boa Vista, 36.5% had no religion, 64.3% had stable relationship and
38.3% shared the residence with at least 6 people. 42.6% had not completed elementary school,
57.3% interrupted their studies because of pregnancy and 49.5% had monthly family income
of 1-3 minimum salary. Most adolescents (27.2%) had menarche at the age of 12, 27.4% had
their first sexual intercourse at 15. 49.5% of the adolescents reported using condoms often,
72.4% were pregnant for the first time and 96.7% had never done an abortion. 77.4% of them
said they had not planned their current pregnancy. 95.6% had antenatal care visits and 49.7%
of those who received prenatal started consultations in the first trimester. The marital status was
the one which had the most statistical relationship with the other variables, showing that marital
status is more related to the characteristics studied than actually the age. It was concluded that
the prototype of the pregnant teenager in Roraima is one with a low income and education, and

socially vulnerable.
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
